This year we are introducing more new and exciting workshop elements to our schedule. Workshop nights will be focused on giving as many members as possible hands-on opportunities to do post-photographic editing in RAW & JPEG, printing techniques using different media and computerized workflow in storing and filing digital photos. You can get involved and share your tips and tricks as well.  Members will have a chance to see different software programs and a chance to learn from more experienced members.  If you have some good tip sheets on working with editing in Adobe Photoshop products or others, share them at show and tell.





Digital Workflow: Learn the basic steps of getting your photos from camera to computer to printer. We’ll discuss photo organization, backing up, and types of files, print sizing/resolution and more.





Printing & Sharing Your Photos: In this workshop we will look at saving your work for the web, uploading to the web, making prints, cards, calendars, mounting and framing your photos.





Photo Editing: This session will focus on different photo file types like RAW, TIFF & JPEG, how and why these are used for editing. We will then move on to basic editing steps like cropping, adjusting colour and levels, sharpening etc to get you on the right track.





Dealing with Problem Photos:  In this workshop


 we’ll focus on typical challenges that arise, how


 to fix them using both quick fixes and full editing features. Lots of tricks and tips for making that photo


 look better.
