Converting from Photo to “Painting

Perform basic cropping/editing

Experiment with different Filters
» Filter/Artistic/” Watercolour”

» Adjust Brush Size/Sharpness Sliders

Go back to basic editing

Play with Levels/Hue/Brightness ....

Try adding another Filter effect

» (e.g. Artistic/Plastic Wrap)

Cook in oven till ready (Experiment)
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Advanced Image Enhancement & Being Creative

Creating “Postcards”

= File/Place first edited image
» Puts image on new layer
= Turn on alignment guides
» View/Show/Smart Guides
= Move/size image Transform (Ctl T)
= Repeat for additional images
= Add text (“T”) on own layers
= Create black lines
» Line Tool/Shift Drag to size
= Can re-edit to balance colours, etc.
» Right Click/Edit Contents

Re-using Templates

= Replace an Image

>

Right Click on image in Layers
Choose Replace Contents

Select new image from hard drive
New image snapped in to place

= DONE!

= Repeat for additional images

= Add text (“T") on own layer
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Advanced Image Enhancement & Being Creative

Re-using Templates

» NOTE: These postcards have 15 layers!!

» 8 Image Layers

» 1 Text Layer

» 2 Frame Layers

» 1 Background Layer
» 3 Levels Layers

= Need lots of Memory and Disk Space

= Be sure to Flatten Layers before adding each image

= Once completed save a Flattened copy for printing, emailing etc.
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Advanced Image Enhancement & Being Creative

Re-using Templates
= Create multiple templates with different layouts

» Good for Weddings, Postcards, Xmas Cards, Multiple Prints...

Advanced Image Enhancement & Being Creative

Changing Colours Selectively

Select everything but petals and stem

» Select petals/stem and Invert Selection

Remove background colour
» Image/Adjustment/Hue/Saturation
- Move Saturation slider to left end

Invert Selection to select petals

Play with Hue/Saturation

» Move sliders to extreme ends, move in
» Save As with a new name

= Repeat for variations
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Advanced Image Enhancement & Being Creative

Other Tips and Tricks

= View Image Full Screen

» F/F/Tab — Clears screen

» F/Tab Reverts to PhotoShop Desktop

« Straighten Photos

» Draw line with Measure tool
» Rotate/Arbitrary uses precise angle of drawn line

» Crop image, Patch/Heal any cut off corners
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Advanced Image Enhancement & Being Creative

Other Tips and Tricks

= Create Borders
» Ctl/A to select whole image
» Edit/Stroke - Adjust Width/Colour/Location... to taste

« Add a Mat
» Image/Canvas Size /Height/Width (Relative)

= Choose Mat Colours and Texture
» Magic Wand selects empty mat
» Choose texture colour with Colour Picker or Eyedropper
» Select texture with Brush Tool (Rough textures are good)
» Increase Brush Tool size beyond mat size (“]” keyboard
shortcut)
» “Paint” on texture to taste

= Repeat whole process to add second or third border/mat
